CYT is committed to providing a safe and caring environment for all young people and team members. This code of conduct gives a broad outline of the expectations for all those involved in our group.
Be Respectful 
  Be respectful of one another’s ideas and feelings. Treat people with dignity and courtesy at all
times. This includes being respectful of other young people, volunteers and staff. 
  Be kind and inclusive towards other members when engaging in drama and other activities.
Bullying will not be tolerated and will result in exclusion from the group. 
  Be respectful of other users of the venues we use, including The Arts Centre, and members of the public you encounter whilst attending CYT, including during breaks and lunchtimes. 
 - Please refrain from any behaviour or comments which are insulting, sexist, racist, disrespectful or otherwise offensive. Swearing or inappropriate language will not be tolerated and may result in exclusion from the group.
Stay Safe and Stay Healthy 
  Travel safely and sensibly. Take care crossing the road, even when excited or in a rush. Be punctual and make sure a responsible adult knows where you are. 
 - When we are doing a production, every minute is vital so you must attend at all the times on the form. If you have a valid reason for missing part of a day, e.g. a medical appointment, you must tell us in advance. 
 - Bring enough food and drink to sustain yourself during an active day. Water will be available and there will be at least one break per day when you can go out to buy food etc. 
 - Dress appropriately for physical drama work, and bring a coat / extra layers as needed. 
 - Make sure the group leaders have an up-to-date contact number for your parent / guardian in case of emergency. 
 - Please inform us of any relevant medical conditions that apply to you / your child. We will treat all such information in the strictest confidence. 
Sharing Information 
 - Whilst on a youth theatre project please be conscious about what you share with others as things may be overheard. 
 - Anything that you share with us is confidential, however, if you share information that we feel is putting yourself or someone else at risk, we will have to pass that information on to the appropriate person.
